The Washburn Non-Motorized Trail System is located
approximately 6 miles west of Rhinelander, WI.

There is a warming shelter with
restrooms and parking located on County Park Rd.

at Perch Lake. Parking is also available at the south trail
head on Washburn Lk Rd and at the north trail head on
Hwy K.

Trail conditions and routes may
change without notice.

Perch Lake Park is open from 6:00 am to 10:00 pm daily.
Please stay on trails and obey all directional signs.
No snowshoeing on ski trails.

No pets allowed on ski or snowshoe trails when said trails
are snow covered.

A TRAIL PASS IS REQUIRED FOR ALL PERSONS
18 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER.

Trail passes are available at all trail heads or from the
Oneida County Forestry Office and local businesses.
