 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, effective January 1, 2012, the marriage 
license fee in Oneida County shall be $75.00 and the less than 5 day waiting period waiver fee 
shall be $15.00. 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the additional revenue generated by this fee 
increase, as estimated on the attached fiscal impact statement, will be paid by the clerk into the 
county treasury.
